Oral Topic
OUR UNIYERSITY
When people speak about higher education in Brest, they are generally speaking of Brest State University, one of the oldest and most famous among state and non-state establishments of higher learning.

It dates back from 1945 when on the 15th of March the regional government decided to open the Teacher's Training Institute in Brest. In October of the same year the first 14 students entered the building in Soviet street where the hospital had been housed before. There was no water, electricity, blackboards, chalk, textbooks, only enthusiasm of the people who wanted to study. But very soon it became a centre of cultural, educational and research life of the town. 
In 1995 Brest State Teachers' Training Institute became a University. Now it occupies three academic buildings. One of them, a seven-storied building with various laboratories, subject rooms and reading halls was erected in 1983. The faculty of physical education is housed in a separate modern sports complex with four gymnasiums, two swimming pools, and a number of lecture halls and tutorial rooms. At the disposal of students there are two hostels, a canteen, an assembly hall, sports and agricultural stations. The University has three museums of biology, geography and history of physical culture and sport. The library and reading rooms of the University contain more that 700,000 books.

Brest State University has three main departments: extra-mural (or correspondence), preparatory  and day-time. About 2,000 students acquire higher education without leaving their jobs at the extra-mural department. The basic form of study for an external student is independent work at home. The preparatory department is intended for those who want to refresh their knowledge before entering the University. About 4,000 internal students study at the day-time department, which includes 11 faculties: Language and Literature, Foreign Languages, Physics, Mathematics, Primary School Teachers' Training, Physical Education, Biology, Law, Geography, Preschool Education, and History. The University educates students i in more than 30 specialties. It tries to meet the demands of society and in 1996 it began training specialists in economical cybernetics and law.

Teaching is maintained at a very high level. About 500 professors and lecturers at 43 chairs give lectures and tutorials, carry out research in different branches of knowledge. 250 graduates of the University are its lecturers now.

The course of studies at the University lasts five years. The academic year is divided into two terms: the winter and summer terms. The University provides a high standard of theoretical and practical knowledge. The students obtain sound knowledge in social sciences, the history and theory of education and teaching methods in their subjects. Teaching practice is arranged at the best schools of the town and region.

The University has its own postgraduate course, opened in 1991. At present 25 postgraduate students have been carrying out research work in 15 specialties under the supervision of distinguished Masters and Doctors of Sciences.

At Brest State University a great number of students are engaged in various forms of research work under the supervision of qualified specialists. This work contributes to the solution of current problems and helps them learn more about their future work and the sciences j they study at the University. They hold scientific conferences at the University, take part in republican ones and publish their scientific articles. Scientific work develops a spirit of independence in the students, helps them to understand the requirements of national economy, to design different devices, to write term-papers and diploma theses, and most important, to see the results of their labor being put into practice.

IMAGE OF BELARUS
The Republic of Belarus lies in the centre of Europe, on the watershed between the Baltic and the Black Sea. It occupies an area of 208 thousand square kilometers, or approximately 2% of the area of Europe. This makes it significantly larger than such countries as Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Hungary, Greece, Denmark, Portugal, the Czech Republic or Slovakia.

Belarus shares its border with five states: the Russian Federation, Lithuania, Poland, the Ukraine, and Latvia. The frontiers lie mostly in flat country, which has encouraged the creation of water and land communication and the development of strong economic relations with the neighboring states.

Belarus has a cool continental climate moderated by maritime influences from the Atlantic Ocean. Average January temperatures range from –4( in the southwest to –8( in the northeast, but these days are frequent; correspondingly, the frost-free period decreases from more than 170 days in the southwest to 130 in the northeast. Maximum temperatures in July are about +17( to +19(C. Rainfall is moderate, though higher than over most of the East European Plain, and ranges from 533 millimeters on the lowlands to 700 millimeters on the higher morainic ridges. Maximum rainfall occurs from June to August.

Fresh underground waters are the main source of drinking water supply. There are mineral water springs in various places in Belarus, of different chemical composition, and most of them are believed to have curative effect.

Forests cover approximately 36% of the territory of which two thirds are coniferous. Forests are important for timber industry and for prevention of soil erosion. They are also rich in mushrooms, berries and medicinal herbs and are inhabited by various wild animals and birds.

This wealth of forests and waterways provides the Belarusian people with a much-loved source of recreational activity. Weekend picnics and barbecues, often accompanied by gathering of wild berries, mushrooms and flowers are a valued part of the life of urban dwellers in particular.

Nature reserves and national parks have been established to preserve and study the Republic's flora and fauna. The largest is Byelovezhskaya Pustcha National Nature Park, which contains up to 300 species of animals. Preserved for centuries as the private hunting forest of first the Polish kings and later the Russian tsars, it was made a nature reserve on both sides of the frontier, with about 285 of its nearly 485 square miles lying in Belarus. The reserve is the major home of the European bison, or wisent, the worldwide population of which had been reduced to 40 by 1945 but which now numbers several thousand in that forest alone. Three other state reserves are Berezinski Biosphere Reserve, Pripyatski Landscape-hydrological Reserve and Polesski Radiation-ecological Reserve.

FROM THE HISTORY OF BELARUS
The first written documents of the Belarusian statehood go as far back as 980 AD when Prince Rogvolod began his reign on Polotsk lands, which are the historie and religious center of the Belarusian nation and culture.

From the 13th till the 16th century the territory of contemporary Belarus was the center of a medieval polyethnic state - the Grand Duchy of Litva. The lands of contemporary Belarus, Lithuania, the Ukrainę and a part of Russia comprised this state.

The period that started in the 15th century, when the crusaders*expansion was crushed in the west, and lasted until the middle of the 17th century, when Moscow launched its widescale aggression ,is considered the Golden Age in Belarusian history. This period was marked with significant evolutionary processes in the culture and economy of Belarusian people.

In 1569 the Grand Duchy of Litva and the Polish Kingdom established a political union according to which the Litva-Poland confederation - Rzecz Pospolita - emerged. As a result of three divisions of Rzecz Pospolita in 1772, 1793 and 1795 between three empires - Russia, Austria and Prussia - the Belarusian lands were incorporated into the Russian Empire.

During the Franco-Russian war of 1812 the Belarusian lands were the war areans of the two armies when the "Grand Armee" under Napoleon's command marched to Moscow and when it was in retreat.

But nevertheless under the pressure of numerous oppressed peoples that inhabited the Russian Empire at the beginning of the 20th century various political changes started. In December 1917 the All-Belarusian Congress opened in Mińsk. On March 25,1918 during the German oceupation the Executive Committee of the All-Belarusian Congress declared the creation of the Belarusian People's Republic (BPR). On January 1,1919 on the initiative of Belarusians in the Russian Communist Party of Bolsheviks the Belorussian Soviet Socialist Republic (BSSR) was created.

On March 18,1921 according to the Riga Peace Treaty signed by Poland and Russia Belarus was divided into two parts. The Western part of Belarus was given to Poland. This part of Belarus was given back to the USSR in 1939 and became part of BSSR.

On December 30,1922 the Communist governments of Belarus, Russia, the Ukrainę and Caucasus created the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, which included the major part of the former Russian Empire. On August 1991 Belarus declared its independence, contributing to the collapse of the USSR in December.

Ordinary People in Country and Town.
               In the Middle Ages many people still lived in the countryside.
              Life in countryside was hard. Most of the population still lived in villages in southern and eastern parts of England. In the north and west there were fewer people, and they often lived apart from each other, on separate farms. Most people lived in the simplest houses. They ate cereals and vegetables most of the time, with pork meat for special occasions. They worked from dawn till dusk, until they were unable to work any longer. Until a man had land of his own he would usually not marry. However, men and women often slept together before marriage, and once a woman was expecting a child, the couple had no choice but to marry.
              The poor were divided from their masters by the feudal class system. The basis of this "manorial system" was the exchange of land for labor. The landlord expected the villagers to work a fixed number of days on his own land, the homeland. The rest of the time they worked on their small strips of land on which they grew food for themselves and their family. The Doomsday Book tells us that over three-quarters of the country people were serfs. They were not free to leave their lord's service or his land without permission. However a serf's life, under his lord's protection, was better than life of an unprotected wanderer. Order and protection, no matter how hard life might be, was always better than disorder, when people would starve. Though many people continued living in the countryside it was at that time when towns and cities were becoming more and more popular.
            At that time international trade was rather developed in England, the main product exported abroad was wool.
            England had always been famous for its wool. The demand for wool stayed high and no other country could match the high quality of English wool, that's why English exporters could charge a high price for it and wool business had become the most profitable one in England. Towns became popular, as their fairs were important places where traders and producers met and deals could be made.
             At that very time towns had also become valuable centers to nobles who wanted to sell their produce and to kings who wanted to benefit from the increase of national wealth. Kings realized that towns could become effective centers of royal authority, to balance the power of local nobility. The king therefore gave "charters of freedom" to many towns, freeing the inhabitants from feudal duties. These charters, of course, had to be paid for. But it was really worth the money.
          By 1250 most of England's towns were already established and inside the town walls, people were able to develop social and economic organizations free from feudal rule. It was the beginnings of a middle class and a capitalist economy.

The Light through Centuries
In keeping with the UNESCO’s decision, the year of 1990 was marked the world over as the 500th anniversary of “Doctor Francisk Scarina of Polatsk”, the great enlightener, humanitarian and scholar of the Renaissance period. The son of a Polatsk merchant (born about 1490, died about 1550), Scarina entered the University of Krakov when he was 14. In 1560 Francisk Scarina obtained a bachelor's degree. After that the tireless Belarusian made his way to Italy and there, at the Paduan University, had the degree of “doctor in the science of healing” conferred upon him.

In 1517 Scarina was in Prague. There he started his printing activities. That year he printed the first Belarusian book and today by right is called the first East Slavic and Belarusian printer. Within three years he published 22 volumes of the Bible, translated by him into the Belarusian language. This was the first translation of the Bible into the common language of the nation.

From 1525 onwards Francisk Scarina printed books in Vilnya, which over many centuries was the cultural capital of Belarus and Lithuania. Here his book The Acts of the Apostles and The Minor Itinerary were published. All these books were a means of spreading the written language, public education and culture. All the publications by Francisk Scarina existing today are notable for high artistic value. In the prefaces and comments to his books, which were of religious character, he brought forth his ideas and views that influenced social, political and cultural life of Slavic people and stimulated the progress of the Belarusian literature and writing. This is why Francisk Scarina's name stands next to the names of M. Lomonosov, A. Pushkin, T. Shevchenko and other outstanding men in Slavic culture.

Robin Hood

(a real person or a mythical character?)
One of the most romantic of all legendary heroes is the bold Robin Hood of England. The old ballads tell us that Robin Hood with his merry men lived near Nottingham, in the centre of England. They lived a mirthful life, passing time in games of archery, hunting the king’s deer and levying toll on proud churchmen and cruel nobles. 

Was Robin Hood a real person? It is possible that there is some historical basis for the legends. They say that Robin Hood lived from 1160 till 1247. Most of the legends say that he died in Yorkshire, and there is a grave which people suppose to be Robin’s. 

Some believe that the inscription, which is in 18th century lettering, is a copy from an earlier and genuine stone, but most scholars doubt this. An argument against the existence of the hero is the fact that no historian of the 12th –13th centuries mentioned him. In the 15th century and later the May-day celebrations in England were called “Robin Hood’s Festivals”. 

Whether Robin Hood was a semi-historical character or only a mythical figure, he represents the ideal of the common people in England in the later Middle Ages. He stands for liberty and the rights of the people against oppressive laws and the tyranny of the nobles.

FROM THE HISTORY OF BRITAIN
Britain has been many centuries in the making. The first inhabitants of the island were the Iberians. This race is supposed to have arrived from the Iberian Peninsular (the North of Spain). Soon after 700 B.C. Britain was invaded by the Celts. In the 1st century B.C. when the Celts still lived under the primitive communal system, the Roman Empire became the strongest slave-owning state in the Mediterranean. The Romans ruled all the civilized world and in the 1 st century A.D. they conquered Britain. Britain was a province of the Roman Empire for about four centuries.
There are today many things in Britain to remind the people of the Romans: towns, roads, wells and the words.
After the departure of the Romans Britain was attacked by the Germanic tribes of the Jutes, the Saxons and the Angels. The conquerors are generally referred to as the Anglo-Saxons. The Anglo-Saxons made up the majority of the population in Britain. The Anglo-Saxon language, or English, has been the principal language of the country since then.
In 793 the Danes from Denmark and the Northmen from the Scandinavian peninsular (frequently called as the Vikings) carried out their first raids in Britain. At last all England was in their hands. The Kingdom of Wessex alone was left to resist them. King Alfred (ruled 871-901) gathered his men and defeated the Danes.
In the 11th century England was invaded by the Normans. This was the fifth and the last invasion of England. The pretext for the invasion was the claims of Duke of Normandy, William, to the English throne. He gathered a numerous army and landed in the south of England. The battle between a numerous army and the Anglo-Saxons took place in 1066 at a little village near the town now called Hastings. The Anglo-Saxons were defeated. Thus the Norman Duke became king of England — William the Conqueror. He ruled England for 21 years (1066—1087). The Normans had to put down many rebellions in different parts of the country and the rebels were punished severely.
Gradually the Normans mixed with the Anglo-Saxons and the Danes and from this mixture the English nation finally emerged. For many centuries this country was simply known as England. To the west and north, Wales and Scotland fought for their independence so passionately that it took hundreds of years to bring them under English domination.

FROM THE HISTORY OF THE UNITED STATES
About 500 years ago North America was a vast territory inhabited by Indians who perhaps 20 000 years earlier traveled across a land bridge from Asia to America where the Bering Strait is today. Icelandic Viking Leif Ericson sailed to America around the year 1000. Then in 1492 Christopher Columbus, an Italian, sailing under the Spanish flag, set out for Asia and discovered a 'New World'. For the next 100 years English, Spanish, Portuguese, Dutch and French explorers sailed forth looking for the New World, for gold and riches, for honor and glory.
But North America brought them little glory and less gold, so most explorers did not stay there. The people who did settle the New World arrived later, and they came in search of different goals - economic opportunity, religious and political freedom.
In 1607 the English settlers built the first village which they called Jamestown in commemoration of King James I of England. Bleak, hard and lonely immigrants soon founded colonies all along the Atlantic Coast. Over time settlers from many other nations joined the English in America. German farmers settled in Pansylvania, French settled in Canada and Spanish explorers established missions and settlements in Florida and American South West. Africans were first brought in Virginia as slaves in 1619. The settlers cleaned the land for farms, built villages and established local governing bodies. By 1733 European settlers occupied 13 colonies along the Atlantic Coast.
A series of conflicts between the British and the French culminated in French and Indian War (1754-63) in which the Britain with its American colonial allies won the victory. France ceded Canada and the Ohio territories east of Mississippi River to Britain in the Peace of Paris of 1763.
In the following years the British started imposing new taxes on sugar, coffee, textiles and other imported goods. The British required the colonists to house and feed British soldiers. These measures seemed quite fair to the British politicians who had spent large sums of money to defend their American colonies during the French and Indian War. But the Americans feared that the new taxes would make trading difficult and that British troops stationed in the colonies might be used to crush civil liberties which the colonists had enjoyed, that's why they insisted that they could be taxed only by their own colonial assemblies. But the British Parliament heeded their protest and sent customs officers to Boston to collect the tariffs. When the colonists refused to obey, the British sent soldiers to Boston.

WHAT IS HISTORY
History is the study of the human past. Historians study records of past events and prepare new records based on their research. These records, as well as the events themselves, are also commonly called history.

The past has left many traces, including traditions, folk tales, works of art, archaeological objects, and books and other written records. Historians use all these sources, but they mainly study the past as it has been recorded in written documents. As a result, history is generally limited to   human   events   that   have   taken   place   since   the development of writing about 5,000 years ago.

Historians study all aspects of past human life— social and cultural conditions as well as political and economic events. Some historians study the past simply to understand better how people of other times acted and thought. Others seek to draw lessons from those actions and thoughts as a guide for decisions and policies today. However, historians disagree about the lessons of history, and so there are many different interpretations of the past.

History became a field of study in many schools during the 1800's. Today, students throughout the world study history in school. They learn about the past chiefly from textbooks, but also through such activities as field trips to historical sites and visits to museums. Most nations require schools to teach their country's heritage as a means of developing patriotism. History is thus used not only to tell  students how their national  way  of  life developed, but also to justify and support national ideals and institutions.

The Emerge of Belarusian Republic

Despite the oppression the Belarusian people did not want to put up with the tsarist policy. In 1863 the young Belarusian patriot Kastus Kalinousky started a new stage of the liberation struggle of the Belarusians. The cause of the national liberation uprising of 1863–1864 led by Kastus Kalinousky in Belarus, Lithuania, and Poland was the strive of the progressive people of the western parts of the Russian Empire for national independence, liquidation of feudal relations, for social and political changes. Kastus Kalinousky led the enslaved people against the colonial regime of the Russian tsarism and at the age of 26 was publicly executed by gendarmes in March 1864 in Vilnia (Vilnius), which was at that time the political and cultural center of the Belarusian people.

But nevertheless under the pressure of numerous oppressed peoples that inhabited the Russian Empire at the beginning of the 20th century various political changes started. In 1905 the Belarusians got some rights for their cultural self-expression including the right to publish books and newspapers in the native language. Though the concessions of the tsarism were minor in fact, they breathed in a new life into the national rebirth of the Belarusians. But the quick renewal of the statehood became possible only after the fall of the Russian monarchy towards the end of World War I in February 1917, when Belarusian national organizations became more active. In December 1917 the All-Belarusian Congress opened in Minsk. 1872 delegates from all the regions of Belarus, from all political and public organizations took part in it. The participants discussed national problems of Belarusian people and supported the creation of a new Belarusian state.

But after March 3, 1918 when Soviet Russia, Germany, and Austria signed the Brest peace treaty Belarus, without the agreement from the Executive Committee of the All-Belarusian Congress, became the subject of annexation by Germany. On March 25, 1918 during the German occupation the Executive Committee of the All-Belarusian Congress declared the creation of the Belarusian People's Republic (BPR). A temporary Constitution in the form of statute decrees was adopted. It guaranteed the right to vote, freedom of speech, the press and assembly, the right to the eight-hours’ working day and the right to strike. Unfortunately, the new Belarusian state was short-lived and was liquidated by Soviet Russia with the help of the Red Army in 1919, but some leaders of the BPR managed to emigrate to the West and establish a Belarusian government in exile.

The creation of the BPR made the Bolsheviks with Lenin at the head understand that the creation of the totalitarian regime on the territory of the former Russian Empire without taking into consideration the national interests of the peoples that it wanted to envelop would be next to impossible. So on January 1, 1919 on the initiative of Belarusians in the Russian Communist Party of Bolsheviks to counterpoise the BPR the Belorussian Soviet Socialist Republic (BSSR) was created. But the Russian Bolsheviks did not look upon Belarus from the point of view of providing the Belarusian people with the right to national self-determination and the creation of an independent state. They saw it as the buffer zone during the realization of the world communist revolution. To enlarge the sphere of influence the Lithuanian-Belarusian Soviet Socialist Republic was created in February 1919. But on July 31, 1920 because of the changed political conditions (the Polish army was advancing east) the BSSR was reestablished.

On March 18, 1921 according to the Riga Peace Treaty signed by Poland and Bolshevik Russia headed by Lenin, without the participation of Belarusian representatives Belarus was divided into two parts. The Western part of Belarus (Brest and Grodno regions of today's Belarus and Bialy Stok region of today's Poland) was given to Poland. This part of Belarus was given back to the USSR in 1939 and became part of the BSSR. 

On December 30, 1922 the Communist governments of Belarus, Russia, the Ukraine and Caucasus created the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, which included the major part of the former Russian Empire. Since that time on the territory of Belarus as well as in the Soviet Union a severe communist dictatorship had been established which existed till 1990 when the first more or less democratic elections were held in Belarus. Belarus as well as the other Soviet republics of the former USSR had gone through all the stages of the creation of mythical communism and suffered enormous cultural, spiritual and human losses. During the construction of communism practically all the churches and religious institutions were destroyed, private property was liquidated; a lot of industrious, enterprising, educated people were repressed. The renaissance of the Belarusian nation that started only in the late 80s will take a lot of time.

WILLIAM SHAKESPEARE (1564-1616)
William Shakespeare, the greatest English poet and dramatist, was born on April 23, 1564 in Stratford-(up)on-Avon in England. He was the eldest son and the third child in the marriage. We know very little about the life of William, especially about his early years. At the age of seven the parents sent William to Stratford Grammar School where he studied for six years.

In 1577 William’s father, John Shakespeare fell into debt and sold the larger part of his property. He took William from school and for some time the boy helped his father in the trade. When still at Stratford William became well acquainted with theatrical  performances because travelling companies of players often visited Stratford. 

When William was about twenty-one, he left for London where he had many difficulties. He began by holding the horses of the fine gentlemen who came to see the plays. Later he called out the names of the actors and after a time he received a small part to act. But soon he tried to change old plays and he made them into something different and better. Then he started to write plays himself. Shakespeare is the author of 37 plays, 2 poems and 154 sonnets.

WHAT HISTORIANS STUDY
Until the 1800's, historians primarily studied political events. They wrote almost exclusively about diplomacy, wars, and affairs of state. Today, historians also study-many other subjects. Some examine economic and social conditions. Others trace the development of religions, the arts, or other elements of culture.

History is often classified as one of the social sciences, along with such fields as economics, psychology, and sociology. However, historians differ from other social scientists in the way in which they study social processes. Other social scientists seek to develop general laws by examining patterns of behaviour that recur throughout time. In contrast, historians study the conditions or events of a particular time. Historians may use theories from the other social sciences to help explain these conditions, and events. But historians rarely attempt to develop general laws.

Many historians study economic, social, and intellectual history in addition to studying traditional political history. Some historians focus on such specialized topics as the history of science, of an ethnic group, or of a city.

The study of history involves many processes and techniques, but most historians follow a few basic steps in their work. First, they select for study an issue or person from some period of the past. Next, they try to read a variety of source materials—everything written by or about the subject. Then they interpret the information obtained from these sources. Finally, they write a narrative history or a biography.

Historians use two main types of sources in their research, primary sources and secondary sources. Primary sources consist of documents and other records produced during the period being studied. They include books, diaries, letters, and government records. Films and tape recordings may serve as primary sources for events of the 1900's. Secondary sources are materials prepared later by people who studied the primary sources.

Historians choose documents that reveal most accurately the facts they wish to know. Therefore, they prefer primary sources to secondary ones, and confidential reports to public ones. Historians who study recent events use a special type of source. They go to participants in those events and record their oral testimony. Such oral history supplements documentary history.

The scarcity of sources is a great problem for historians, whose work sometimes resembles that of detectives. Many activities and thoughts of ordinary people, plus other useful data, were never recorded. Much that was written down has been lost or destroyed through the years. Also, historians often must rely on the writings of only a few people. Such writings are mere fragments on which to base a reconstruction of the past.

Historians analyze the documents with which they work to determine the reliability of these sources. They compare documents with other sources and also check for such flaws as errors in the order of events or variations in writing style. In addition, the historian must determine whether the author's account of events can be trusted.
Basic historical facts are data generally accepted by all historians because the evidence for them seems unquestionable. However, historians often disagree about the meaning and significance of such facts. These experts try to be as unbiased as possible, but their own beliefs and prejudices influence their interpretation. For example, a historian's social, economic, and religious views help determine what he or she accepts as "normal" in another person. This judgment, in turn, determines what the historian accepts as reliable testimony or as a likely sequence of events. Such interpretation explains why historians who use the same data may disagree about events and their significance. As the last step in interpretation, a historian prepares a written account of events. The writing of history is part of a  field called historiography. Some of the best historians use the techniques of the novelist and dramatist to entertain as   well as inform.

DIVISIONS OF HISTORY
The field of history is so vast that historians have traditionally split it into divisions. The three main divisions of history are based on period, nation, and topic.
Periods of time form the chief divisions in the study of history. Historians divide Western history into three periods: ancient times, from about 3000 B.C. to the A.D. 400s; medieval times, the 400's to the 1500's; and modern times, the 1500's to the present. Scholars, in turn, may divide these periods into many shorter ones. For example, a historian may study a particular century or a certain period, such as the High Middle Ages (about the 1200's) or the Age of Reason (1700's).

The division of history into periods helps historians organize and focus their studies. However, this division may distort the evidence presented by history. For years, historians considered the medieval era as a period of superstition and disorganization that came between two supposedly better periods of history. This viewpoint prevented them from realizing that the Middle Ages had a vitality of its own and formed the basis of modern European civilization.

The division of history into ancient, medieval, and modern periods applies only to European societies. Historians who study Asian or African societies base their work on entirely different periods. Even the dating system differs because Western society uses the birth of Jesus historians to deal with particular aspects of past human activity. Many historians study economic, social, and intellectual history in addition to studying traditional political history. Some historians focus on such specialized topics as the history of science, of an ethnic group, or of a city.

The Renaissance
              The Renaissance is the period of about 250 years in western civilization that marks the end of what we call the Middle Ages. It is the era of European culture that saw the death of feudalism and the growth of nationalism. It witnessed the end of unilateral power of the medieval church and the beginning of the modern nation-state. Yet the word renaissance is French for "rebirth", and in examining the Renaissance we must first consider what was reborn. First many of the ideas and attitudes of classical Greece and Rome were reborn. Second, an interest in the physical world itself was reborn. The medieval European had been deeply concerned with preparing for the afterlife. The Renaissance European, while still aware of spiritual concerns, was also fascinated by the realities of this world - how objects really looked, how nature really functioned, how things really worked. This interest gave rise to the third rebirth - interest in the sciences and humanities, indeed in all learning. Scholarship in medieval monasteries had been concerned with one subject - Christianity - and written in one language-Latin, the language of the Church. In contrast, the Renaissance European explored many subjects and often wrote in the vernacular, or language of the people - Italian, French, Spanish, and German.
            This development brings us to the most important rebirth of all, the revival of an interest in human nature itself. For the Renaissance was an age of great confidence of human beings, an age that applauded human diversity and believed the world could be improved through human efforts.
            At the same time nationalism flourished, characterized by strong monarchs who unified their countries and promoted national trade interests. We see new nationalism in the Hundred Years' War. We also see it in the strength of the English Monarchy under Henry VII, who ended the War of the Roses in 1485.
            Another antimedieval movement, the Protestant Reformation swept northern Europe and Britain. The Protestants were against the huge authority of the Church in Rome and wanted to reform it. It was the time of expeditions, voyages and great discoveries. It was when Nicolas Copernicus proposed that the earth revolved around the sun, a theory that was considered heresy at the time but was proved in the early 1600s by an Italian scientist Galileo.
           The Renaissance is generally considered to have begun in Italy and Florence was the center of the early Renaissance, for the city's artists were supported by the wealthy Medici family. It was in this country where Michelangelo painted the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel in Vatican and Raphael blended religious vision, scientific accuracy, and human warmth in his works. It was there where the Italian writer Petrarch - sometimes called the father of the Renaissance - gave the first impetus to the new scholarship by reconciling pagan classical cultures with Christianity. The Renaissance ultimately affected every country - and every succeeding age as well. Even after its historical end, its ideas and attitudes, its energy and way of thinking about human nature, remain alive.

The Vietnam War
              With the election of John Fitzgerald Kennedy as the thirty-fifth president of the United States in 1960, the country felt the flush of youth. The younger generation couldn't escape the charismatic appeal of the youthful looking and youthful acting president. Kennedy's inaugural address started the new era. It showed awareness of the troubles abroad. It offered the Soviet Union the prospect of cooperation between equals. And the sentence he once pronounced became a motto of his short-term presidency: "ask not what your country can do for you: Ask what you can do for your country".
             Kennedy proved to be a good leader. During the three years before his assassination he mobilized the strength of the federal government for the civil rights movement, and he faced down the Russians when they tried to set up a missile base in Communist Cuba. One more important event happened during Kennedy's presidency — America became involved in the Vietnam War. At that time America's intellectuals were eager to approve of all Kennedy's actions, both domestic and foreign. But after his death, however, when Lyndon Johnson walked into the oval office and American involvement in Vietnam deepened intellectuals changed their opinion from complete approval of the military actions in Vietnam to anxious questioning and finally to downright disapproval. By the mid-1960s the intellectuals as well as college students had come to a conclusion that Vietnam conflict was an imperialistic war and the United States should withdraw at once. The issue of American involvement in Vietnam War had become charged with emotion. Most people accused President Johnson of being a criminal and a mass murderer.
             The reports of the media, the indignation of college students, and the severe criticism of the intellectuals all helped to form public opinion against the Vietnam War. It was for the first time in the American History that the War got a full media coverage. Most articles wrote about the atrocities and massacres that took place on the battlefield. Many TV channels were broadcasting what really was happening in Vietnam. The real war with its American side rarely grew clear to the American public. Only occasional article in a magazine or newspaper provided anything from the American point of view that Americans could sympathize with. And Americans didn't sympathize. They were shocked by what they saw. And they didn't support. And because they didn't support, because they didn't believe that it was a fair war the whole Vietnam campaign was doomed to failure.

The Constitution of the USA
The Constitution of the USA was adopted after the War of Independence on September 17, 1787. It lists the set of rules, laws and regulations, which provide the practical norms regulating the work of the government.

The Constitution consists of the Preamble, seven articles and three separate branches, each one having powers (“ check and balances”) over the others. It specifies the powers and duties of each federal branch of government, with all other powers and duties belonging to the states. The ultimate power under the Constitution is not given to the President (the executive branch), or to the Supreme Court (the judicial branch). 

The first 10 amendments, known as the Bill of Rights, were added in a group in 1791, as a result of growing popular demands. These amendments establish the individual rights and freedoms to all people of the States, including freedom of speech, freedom of the press, freedom of worship, the right to peaceful assembly, etc. Some of the amendments are now relatively unimportant, but the Fifth Amendment retains its significance in the fight of the American people for their civil rights.

FAMOUS PEOPLE OF THE WORLD
Napoleon Bonaparte (French: Napoléon Bonaparte [napoleɔ̃ bɔnɑpaʁt]; 15 August 1769 – 5 May 1821) was a French military and political leader during the latter stages of the French Revolution. As Napoleon I, he was Emperor of the French from 1804 to 1815. His legal reform, the Napoleonic code, has been a major influence on many civil law jurisdictions worldwide, but he is best remembered for his role in the wars led against France by a series of coalitions, the so-called Napoleonic Wars, during which he established hegemony over much of Europe and sought to spread revolutionary ideals.

Napoleon was born in Corsica to parents of noble Genoese ancestry and trained as an artillery officer in mainland France. Bonaparte rose to prominence under the French First Republic and led successful campaigns against the First and Second Coalitions arrayed against France. In 1799, he staged a coup d'état and installed himself as First Consul; five years later the French Senate proclaimed him emperor. In the first decade of the 19th century, the French Empire under Napoleon engaged in a series of conflicts—the Napoleonic Wars—involving every major European power. After a streak of victories, France secured a dominant position in continental Europe, and Napoleon maintained the French sphere of influence through the formation of extensive alliances and the appointment of friends and family members to rule other European countries as French client states. Napoleon's campaigns are studied at military academies throughout much of the world. 

The French invasion of Russia in 1812 marked a turning point in Napoleon's fortunes. His Grande Armée was badly damaged in the campaign and never fully recovered. In 1813, the Sixth Coalition defeated his forces at Leipzig; the following year the Coalition invaded France, forced Napoleon to abdicate and exiled him to the island of Elba. Less than a year later, he escaped Elba and returned to power, but was defeated at the Battle of Waterloo in June 1815. Napoleon spent the last six years of his life in confinement by the British on the island of Saint Helena. An autopsy concluded he died of stomach cancer.

MY FUTURE PROFESSION
I'm in my third year of the History Faculty at the Brest State University. I must say that I'm very interested in the subjects which I have chosen of all humanities as my future speciality. History was my favourite subject at school. I was fond of reading historical novels describing life, culture and political events in different countries of the world. It was shortly before leaving school that I made up my mind to enter this faculty and take up History seriously as my future profession.
History (from Greek historia) is a process of developing nature and society. History as a science studies the past of mankind in all its variety and concreteness. "Historia est magistra vitae", said an ancient philosopher.
There are many historical subjects in our programme: Ancient History, the Middle Ages, Russian and Belorussian History, Modern and Contemporary History, etc.
History interests me as a science because it helps people understand and explain the processes going on in various aspects of human life. It also helps people foresee the course of events in future. But it is impossible to study any particular period of history if one doesn't know a lot about what preceded it and what came after it.
Historians study and describe the historic events taking place in different epochs and in different countries. Their descriptions and analyses should be strictly objective and scientific. If we look at the historic past we can see that the entire history of human society is that of wars and struggle for power, as well as people's revolts for better life and freedom. Wars in different times and in different countries, except just ones, were waged with the purpose of conquering other lands and peoples, with making profits on the resources of oppressed nations.
Since World War II a lot has been done by peace-loving nations to save the world from a new global catastrophy. But nobody managed to prevent local wars unleashed in different parts of the planet and taking away thousands of people's lives. Peace and peaceful co-existence remain the key problem of our epoch.
As for me, I'm deeply interested in the history of my native land, Belarus. The period of the 14th-15th centuries attracts me greatly. It was the time when the Belorussian nation was formed with its national language and culture, the Great Duchy of Lithuania being a powerful state in Europe at that time.
The profession of a historian is quite diversified. The graduates of our Faculty can work as teachers and research workers at secondary and higher schools, different museums and archives. Many of them have become well-known scientists or have chosen public activity as their career.
Whether I shall make a good teacher or become successful in some other field of social life remains to be seen. But I'm sure that my knowledge received at the University will help me succeed in my future work.

National Symbols
The traditional national emblem of Belarus – “Pohonia” (“Chase”) – has many centuries of history. It appeared in written documents beginning from the late 13th century. According to some sources this symbol was first used by Grand Lithuanian Duke Trajdzien (ruled from 1270 to 1284). Some other documents ascribe it to Grand Duke Vicen (ruled from 1294 to 1316). 

The Pohonia is shown in the central position on the seal of the Grand Duke Vitaut dating from 1407, and appeared on the covers of the “Statutes of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania” published in Old Belarusian in 1529, 1566 and 1588. After the annexation of the GDL in 1772–95 by the Russian Empire, the symbol of “Pohonia” continued to appear together with the Russian imperial double-headed eagle on the state seals and symbols. 

During the German occupation of Belarus in World War II, the Pohonia continued to be used by the collaborationist government. It was replaced when Belarus was liberated by Soviet forces, and became the Belarusian Soviet Socialist Republic.

The Pohonia was again adopted as the official national symbol of Belarus when it declared its independence from the former Soviet Union in 1991.
The origins of the traditional white-red-white Belarusian flag are lost in the mists of ancient history. It is possible that the banner was designed simply to distinguish Belyj Rus (White Russian) forces from those of the Princes of Kiev and Muscovy by placing the red favored by the Russsian on the background of white.

But the traditional story is that when the united armies of Poland and the Grand Duchy of Litva and Rus defeated the Germans of the Teutonic Order at the great Battle of Grunewald in 1410, a wounded Belarusian knight tore off his blood-streaked bandage and waved it aloft as a victory banner. That banner has been flown ever since, so the story goes, as a sign that Belarus will always prevail – no matter how badly wounded it may be!

On May 14, 1995 the national referendum included the question “Do you agree with the adoption of the new National Symbols?” This question was approved by 75.1% of those voting. President Aleksander Lukashenko then issued two decrees, “On Approval of a Pattern for the National Emblem of the Republic of Belarus” and “On Approval of Regulations for the National Flag of the Republic of Belarus”, officially adopting the new symbols.

The National Emblem consists of a green raised-contour outline of Belarus above a globe of the Earth, bathed in golden sunbeams radiating from the sun “rising” from behind the globe. Above the contour there is a red five-pointed star. The emblem is framed in the wreath of golden wheatears, interlaced with clover flowers on the left and flax flowers on the right. The lower half of the wreath is spiral-wrapped with a red and green ribbon carrying the golden inscription “Respublika Belarus” (Republic of Belarus).

The present National Emblem of the Republic of Belarus symbolizes historical adherence of the Belarusian people to constructive labor, their faith in the triumph of justice and attainment of a worthy place in the world community.

The official National Flag of the Republic of Belarus is a rectangular banner; the ratio of height to length is 1:2. The upper two-thirds of the flag is red, and the lower third is green. The vertical red-on-white Belarusian decorative pattern, which occupies one-ninth of the flag length, is placed against the flagstaff. The flag is fixed on a flagstaff painted golden with ochre.

The red symbolizes Belarusian glorious past. That was the color of the victorious standards of the Belarusian regiments that defeated crusaders at Grunewald, and was the color of the battle flags of the Red Army divisions and Belarusian guerrilla detachments that liberated the country from fascist invaders and their henchmen. Green symbolizes the future. It is the color of hope, spring and revival, the color of forests and fields. The decorative pattern symbolizes Belarusian rich cultural heritage, its spiritual continuity, and the unity of its people.

Adherents of the old symbols claim that the referendum in which they were replaced was unconstitutional, and that the propositions placed on the ballot were worded misleadingly. The “old” symbols had been adopted only four years previously, on the occasion of Belarusian re-emergence as an independent nation. To most Belarusians those symbols were still new, and many might have believed that by “approving the new symbols” they were voting to retain them. Intentionally or not, the new symbols were approved by 75.1% of those voting in the referendum. However, only 64.7% of eligible voters participated. So the new symbols were actually approved by only 48.6% of the Belarusian people. Detractors say that the Belarusian Constitution requires approval of 50% or more of the Belarusian people (not just 50% of those voting) for any change to the Constitution including changes to the official national symbols. Thus a significant portion of Belarusians considers the new symbols to have been adopted unlawfully and still recognize the old symbols as being the “real” ones. Still, an equally significant portion of Belarusians truly supported the new symbols.

Text for annotation

The Napoleonic code was adopted throughout much of Europe, though only in the lands he conquered, and remained in force after Napoleon's defeat. Napoleon said: "My true glory is not to have won 40 battles...Waterloo will erase the memory of so many victories. ... But...what will live forever, is my Civil Code." The Code still has importance today in a quarter of the world's jurisdictions including in Europe, the Americas and Africa.

 Dieter Langewiesche described the code as a "revolutionary project" which spurred the development of bourgeois society in Germany by the extension of the right to own property and an acceleration towards the end of feudalism. Napoleon reorganized what had been the Holy Roman Empire, made up of more than a thousand entities, into a more streamlined forty-state Confederation of the Rhine; this provided the basis for the German Confederation and the unification of Germany in 1871. The movement toward national unification in Italy was similarly precipitated by Napoleonic rule. These changes contributed to the development of nationalism and the nation state
